Dear Mr. Mayor:

Last May the Conservation Commission requested your support and sought your recommendation to City Council
for the Gardner and Winchendon Landscape Connection Project. Funds for this project have since been awarded
to the project partners by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, Executive Office of Energy and Environmental
Affairs, Landscape Partnership grant program, in the amount of $575,325 for the Conservation of approximately
900 acres of land between Gardner and Winchendon. On June 6, 2016, it was ordered by the City Council that the
sum of $75,000 be appropriated for the Balley Brook Land Conservation Project to caver the City’s net cost of
acquiring the Alisauskas property.

The Commission seeks your recommendation to City Councll for their continued support of this project and for the
allocation of the full amount funds, reimbursable expenses and final net cost, in the amount of $409,550.00,
required for the acquisition of the Alisauskas property. Under the Landscape Partnership Grant the City will be
eligible for reimbursement of the full purchase price ($330,000) and $13,525 (50%) of associated due diligence and
reporting costs.

For your review, | am including with this letter, a draft Petition and Order, and an updated project map, budget,
and timeline prepared by Ms. Janet Morrison, land conservation consultant. According to Ms. Morrison’s budget
the grant will provide a reimbursement of $334,525 resulting in a final net expenditure of $66,025 by the City of
Gardner for the acquisition of the Alisauskas property for conservation purposes. As an expression of their
continued willingness, intent and good faith in support of this project, the Conservation Commission voted at their
public meeting on November 14, 2016 to allocate up to $3,000 of Conservation Funds to cover the cost of the
required appraisal of the Alisauskas Property, a non-reimbursable expense.

This project will permanently conserve approximately 900 acres of land in Gardner and Winchendon, including at
least 203 acres of land in Gardner. An award letter, Contract and Project Agreement have been issued by the
Massachusetts Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs and awaits your signature and the allocation
of funds by City Council. The Commission firmly believes that the numerous public benefits, values, and
opportunities associated with this property will be well-worth the limited costs of this prime land and encourages
and thanks you for your continued support.

Section 1. Section 160-18 of the Code of the City of Gardner is hereby amended by deleting the

words “one year” and inserting in place thereof the words “three years.”

Section 2. Effective date.

Dear Mayor Hawke:

I am writing in response to your request for advice regarding the above-referenced license for a Class I1l
license. As you know the ability of the City to grant a Class II license is governed by City Ordinance and
M.G.L.c. 140, § 59A.,

This statute provide specific requirements that must be met in order to properly site a Class I11 vehicle
Jjunkyard in the City. I have enclosed a copy of the statute for your review. Essentially, the applicant fails
to satisfy two essential elements of the statute. The proposed junk year is less than 1,000 feet from the
Rout 2 right of way, and is 0 feet from Route 2A. According to M.G.L. c. 140, §59A, a vehicle junkyard
cannot be less than 1,000 feet from “nearest edge of any highway in the interstate or primary system,” i.e.
Route 2; or less than 600 feet “from any other state highway,” i.e. Route 2A. Please see the enclosed letter
from the Assistant City Engineer.

The only provision of the statute under which the Applicant may be successful in obtaining a Class III
license is paragraph 4. In order to satisfy the provisions of paragraph 4, the applicant must construct a
fence in accordance with City standards and the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Department of
Transportation (the ‘DOT™) Regulations. The Applicant must then re-submit his application and the City
must transmit the application, within three days of receipt, to the DOT. Until the applicant tis found to
have complied with M.G.L. c. 140, § 59A (c)(4), the application should be denied.

§ 50A. Motor vehicle junkyards; requirements

Currentness

No license shall be granted under scction fifty-nine to a person within Class 3 as defined in section fifty-cight, for a motor
vehicle junkyard, unless such junkyard

(a) is to be operated and maintained entirely within a building; or

{b) is to be operated and maintained exclusively for the purpose of salvaging the value as scrap of the material collected,
as opposed to reselling parts to be used for the purpose for which they were originally manufactured, and is to be located
in a built-up industrial or commercial area, or contiguous to a railroad siding, or on ot contiguous Lo docking facilities; or

(c) is:

(1) more than one thousand feet from the nearest edge of any highway on the interstate or primary system, and

(2) more than six hundred feet from any other state highway, and

(3) more than three hundred feet from any park, bathing beach, playground, school, church or cemetery and is not within
ordinary view therefrom; or unless it is

{4) screened from view by natural objects or well-constructed and properly maintained fences at least six feet high
acceplable to said city or town and in accordance with regulations as promulgated by the department of highways and
as specified on said license.

No license shall be granted under the provisions of clause (4) of subsection (c) unless a copy of the application for such

license has been forwarded by the applicant to the department of highways within three working days of the filing of
said application,
