Regular Meeting of the City Council was held in the City Council Chamber, Room 219, City
Hall, on Tuesday evening, April 17, 2018.

CALL TO ORDER

Council President Scott J. Graves called the meeting to order at 7:30 o’clock p.m.

CALL OF THE ROLL

City Clerk Alan Agnelli called the Roll of Members. Eleven (11) Councillors were present
including President Scott Graves and Councillors James Boone, Nathan Boudreau, Craig
Cormier, Ronald Cormier, Edward Gravel, Karen Hardern, Christine Johnson, James
Johnson, Elizabeth Kazinskas, and James Walsh.

OPENING PRAYER

President Graves led the Council in reciting the Opening Prayer.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

President Graves led the Council in reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

OPEN MEETING RECORDING & PUBLIC RECORDS ANNOUNCEMENT

President Graves announced to the assembly that the Open Meeting Recording and Public
Records Announcement is posted at the entrance to the Chamber, and that any person
planning to record the meeting by any means should identify themselves.

Reporting for the Finance Committee, Councillor Ronald Cormier informed the Council that
the Committee voted to recommend that the Order be referred to the Council as Committee
of the Whole for further study.

Councillor Ronald Cormier moved to refer the Special Election Order to the Council as
Committee of the Whole.

Councillor James Walsh seconded the motion.

On the motion, Councillor Nathan Boudreau said that it doesn’'t make sense to delay the
process and a decision.

Councillor Boone agreed that the School Department should present its budget to the City
Council and then the Council can discuss whether to pursue an override.

Councillor Christine Johnson noted that the Mayor has not yet submitted his Budget
recommendations to the City Council and that she just received spreadsheets from the
School Department. She said that the DOR FY2016 Report indicates that there were errors
in the School Budget that she has not yet received the FY2017 Audit, and that the Council
must make sure that there is a real need.

Councillor James Johnson agreed that the Council, in Committee of the Whole, should hear
the School Budget presentation on the 23,

Councillor James Walsh expressed hope that an informal meeting would allow the Council to
discover potential alternative financing such as the availability of Free Cash, use of
Stabilization funds, and other options, such as reductions in the municipal budget,
particularly before seeking additional tax dollars from the taxpayers. He noted that if an
override passed, the funds would only be earmarked from one year and could be allocated for
other means in ensuing years.

Councillor Boudreau said that the Council “can’t just jerry rig” the School Budget, adding
that the schools “are in peril” and that there needs to be a more serious way to address the
problem.

Councillor Christine Johnson expressed disagreement with Councillor Boudreau’s comment
that the Council is “jerry rigging the School budget.” She said that the Council has not
received a presentation of the School Budget and that as the legislative branch; the Council
must have a good reason to pursue an override. She added that in her time on the School
Committee, she witnessed budget reductions and restorations in the same year.

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Councillor Edward Gravel stated that he is not too concerned about the $100 tax increase of
the override passed, but that he is looking at the bigger picture. He cited the growing senior
citizen population as a concern, noting that the City must keep them in their homes.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND COMMENTARY

Proposition 2% Override/School Department Budget

Councillor James Boone said that Councillors are all supportive of the Schools, but that it is
premature to send the question to the voters and that it is prudent to meet in Committee of
the Whole.
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Councillor Nathan Boudreau said that Councillors are forwarding a message to a large
population of people that rent, suggesting that they don’t pay taxes directly, but that it goes
through their landlords.

Councillor Christine Johnson suggested that no slight was intended to those residents that
are renters, as all are taxpayers and that all are affected if property taxes increase.

Councillor Edward Gravel said that he was a renter for years and that property taxes
continue to rise, he is very concerned for senior citizens. He added that Councillors are
mindful of the school department’s budget situation but that the process should not be
rushed.

Councillor James Walsh congratulated the Superintendent and his staff for their efforts to
make positive changes in the School Department, but expressed concern as to whether an
override, which is a permanent property tax increase, is the path to take. He noted that at
the recent School Budget Public Hearing, the Mayor encouraged people to send letters to
Councillors in support of an override with their suggestions and concerns about staff cuts.
Councillor Walsh stated that the City Council makes no decisions about staffing and only
votes “on the bottom line.” He added that it is the roles of the School Committee and the
School Administration for make staffing decisions and that the City Council has not yet
received the Mayor’s Recommendations for the Municipal Budget for FY2019.

Councillor Ronald Cormier stated that the Council role is “subtractive” and that any override
is earmarked for only the first year, which must be taken into consideration.

Fire Department

Councillor James Johnson reported that the Public Safety Committee met earlier in the
evening and that Engine One’s pump replacement is nearly completed and that if a grant is
not awarded to replace Engine 3, then its replacement cost will eventually fall to the City at a
cost of half-million dollars.

Council Issues

President Scott Graves informed the Council that three issues are currently facing the
Council — the Zoning Code Update; the Budget; and, the Proposition 2%z Override questions.
He noted that these issues cannot be handles hastily and that all stakeholders will be invited
to participate in sessions of Committee of the Whole.
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Community Events

President Scott Graves informed the Council that he attended a recent event at 7he Gardner
Museum which featured a lecture by former City Engineer Arthur Young. He said that Mr.
Young informed attendees of projects that he was involved with back on the 1970’s through
the 1990's.

President Scott Graves announced Earth Day activities scheduled for Saturday, April 21, 2018
and a Ribbon Cutting scheduled for Tuesday, April 24 at 2:00 p.m. at the Gardner
Rehabilitation and Nursing Center on Eastwood Circle.

CLOSING PRAYER

President Graves led the Council in the Closing Prayer.

Dear Mayor Hawke:

Based on information provided in our August 28, 2017 memorandum and our subsequent
meeting with City and school staff; we have developed this proposal for design services
related to renovation of Watkins Field. It is our understanding that the school has had to
recently condemn the home bleachers at the field! and the City is anxious to commence
design activities, with the hope that bidding and construction can be completed before the
2018 fall sports season.

The current overall scope of the project includes the following major items:
» Removal of the existing bleachers, track, playing field, fencing, and lighting
¢ New bleachers with a capacity of 2,000 spectators
e A new six-lane synthetic track with an eight-lane straightaway
e A new press box with a limited use elevator for AAB/ADA compliance
e A new synthetic turf multi-use playing field
¢« New team rooms, bathrooms, and concession structures placed below the bleachers
e Electric heat and hot water for the new team rooms, bathrooms, and concessions
* New lighting for the track, playing field, and facility
« New entrance sidewalks, fencing, and landscaping

As requested, we have prepared the following scope and fee proposal for providing design,
bidding, and construction phase services associated with this project.

Survey

Conduct a detailed topographic survey of the existing facility extending from the school
parking lot to Catherine Street to generate a base plan for design of the project. The
topographic survey extents will include the football field, bleachers, facility shed and
adjacent grass areas up to Catherine Street and to the edge of the school parking lot. The
topographic survey will include visible surface features, as well as available utility
information obtained from the City and school. Select drainage and sewer structures, if
present, will be opened to obtain invert information. It is anticipated that the survey will be
accomplished using a combination of an unmanned aerial vehicle (UAV) flight and minimal
supplemental conventional ground survey. We have assumed that the City/school is able to
grant the surveyor permission to fly above the property in advance of the field work.

It is not anticipated that any deed research, property line survey or easement plan
preparation will be required for this project since the proposed improvements will be
constructed entirely within the existing facility boundaries. Therefore, these tasks have not
been included in this scope of services.

Geotechnical Evaluation

Complete a geotechnical evaluation for the site to obtain subsurface soils information
necessary to determine the suitability of the subsurface conditions to support the proposed
structures. Our geotechnical evaluation scope includes the following items.

Test Borings - Subcontract with a drilling contractor to complete two days of borings
within the track area and areas where structures are likely to be located. Borings will be
advanced with hollow-stem augers or flush joint casing using drive and wash methods to 6
feet below grade in the track area and 25 feet below grade in the bleacher/structure areas
or to refusal, whichever is shallower. If during the subsurface explorations, conditions
encountered indicate a susceptibility to liquefaction, then one boring will be extended to 60
feet to evaluate the potential, if time allows. Otherwise, a contract amendment will be
requested for the additional time needed.

Split-spoon samples using Standard Penetration Test (SPT) procedures will be obtained
continuously through existing fill or organic soils to a maximum depth of 6 feet, and at 5
foot maximum intervals thereafter. Groundwater monitoring wells are not proposed but
groundwater levels will be noted during drilling, if encountered.

Boreholes will be backfilled with cuttings or sand if there is an insufficient amount of
cuttings to fill the hole. An asphalt “cold patch” will be used at borings completed in paved
areas and the area will be swept clean. No other surface repair is included. Any cuttings
unable to be returned to the hole will be spread near the boring location in a vegetated
upland area.

We anticipate, and this proposal assumes, that no investigation derived waste (IDW)
requiring off-site disposal will be generated. However, if IDW is generated that should not
be placed on the ground surface, the excess soils will then be drummed, and the cost of the
drum, analytical testing and disposal of drummed soils will be mutually agreed upon under a
contract amendment. A Tighe & Bond engineer or environmental scientist will be onsite to
observe and document the test borings.

Permits/Coordination - Scheduling of our field work will be coordinated with school and
City personnel. No permit preparation has been included in this scope. It is also assumed
that the explorations will not be conducted in a public right of way; therefore, no allowance
for a police detail or traffic controls has been included.

Material Testing - Conduct five grain size analyses on select samples obtained in the
explorations to aid in soil classification, assist with correlating properties of the subsurface
materials, and evaluation of the suitability of materials for re-use as fill on-site.

Results and Recommendations

Tighe & Bond will prepare a geotechnical evaluation memorandum to be used for design of
the project that includes a summary of the following:

e Subsurface Conditions and Soil Suitability

e Foundation and Building Slab Requirements

e Bearing Pressure Recommendations and Estimated Settlements
e Seismic Design Criteria

e Track pavement design

Furnish electronic copies of the bidding documents for posting on the City’s website, publish
notice in the Central Register, conduct a pre-bid meeting at the site, and issue necessary
addenda during bidding. We will also assist the City with evaluation of the bids and
reference checks. Final contract books will be prepared by the City. It is anticipated that
filed sub-bids under C. 149 will be required for the project.

Provide construction administration services throughout the construction period including:
o Scheduling and attendance at a pre-construction meeting
e Attendance at weekly project meetings for up to a 16 week construction schedule

Construction Observation

We will provide part-time construction observation services. A Tighe & Bond representative
will visit the project site at weekly intervals or as appropriate to the stage of construction in
order to observe the progress and quality of the Work being completed by the Contractor.

Re:  Legal Opinion; Legal Counsel to Council
Dear President Graves:

I read with interest your response to the Law Department’s legal opinion dated April 11, 2018
responding to your question regarding the proposed ordinance amendment authorizing the City
Council to hire its own legal counsel. Please note that the letter was not intended as an insult to
you or the Council. I will admit that the tone of the letter was, perhaps, sarcstic, but that was
intended to draw attention to the restrictive nature of the question that was presented for review.
The question specifically limited the Law Department to opining on the “legality of passing” the
proposed amendment. Such a question is open to interpretation. Does the question seek the legal
process in passing an amendment to an ordinance, or does the question ask if the amendment to
the ordinance will be legal if passed? Either question can easily be answered by a review of the
Charter provisions and the collective knowledge of the Council. If the Finance Committee was
looking for a response to a different question, then please, ask a different question. Please note
that this Law Department has never been presented with a request for a legal opinion which
restricted that legal opinion. The restrictive nature of the response was simply complying with
the restrictive nature of the request.

As for your comments related to M.G.L. c. 43, § 29, please allow me to comment. As you point
out, M.G.L. c. 43, §29 states as follows:

All contracts made by any department, board or commission where the amount involved
is five thousand dollars or more shall be in writing, and no such contract shall be deemed
to have been made or executed until the approval of the mayor under Plan A, B, C or F,
or of the city manager under Plan D or E, and also of the officer or the head of the
department or of the chairman of the board, as the case may be, making the contract is
affixed thereto. [ Emphasis added.]

Conversely, Section 35 of the City Charter of the City of Gardner states as follows:



All contracts made by any department, board or commission in which the amount
involved is one thousand dollars or more shall be in writing, and no such contract shall
be deemed to have been made or executed until the approval of the mayor and of the
department or board making the contract is affixed thereto. [Emphasis added.]

As you have pointed out, there is a disparity between the statute and the City Charter. This raises
a legal question — are M.G.L. c. 43, § 29 and the City Charter inconsistent? When M.G.L. c. 43,
§ 29 was initially adopted by the legislature in 1938 it applied to contracts of five hundred
($500.00) or more dollars. The threshold amount was eventually increased to five thousand
dollars ($5,000.00) in 1990. See St. 1989, c. 687, § 18.

We can all agree that the City Charter carries the force of law. In determining whether a local
law and a state statute are “not inconsistent,” Massachusetts courts hold to the principle that “the
legislative intent to preclude local action must be clear.” Bloom v. City of Worcester, 363 Mass.
136, 155 (1973) see also Sch. Comm. of Boston v. City of Boston, 383 Mass. 693, 700 (1981)
(“We start with the premise that absent a clear legislative intent to the contrary, the provisions of
a special charter generally prevail over conflicting provisions of a subsequently enacted general
law.”) Often the very language of the statue provides clarity of legislative intent. Specifically,
language indicating that the statute applies “notwithstanding” any city charter, or other law to the
contrary would indicate such preemptive intent. See Sch. Comm. of Boston v. City of Boston, 383
Mass. at 701.

The ultimate test in determining inconsistency is whether or not the legislative purpose of the
statute in question can be achieved in the face of a local law on the same subject. Bloom at 156.
The legislative purpose of M.G.L. c. 43, § 29 is well established: “to limit the power of public
officials in making contracts so as to unify the control of the city’s commercial transactions, and
guard against waste by departments in the government.” Urban Transport, Inc. v. Mayor of
Boston, 373 Mass. 693, 697 (1977) (internal citations omitted). The Urban Transport Court went
on to say in furtherance of this purpose that the “mayor must be able to exercise his ‘practical
wisdom in the administration of the affairs of the city.”” /d. In summary, M.G.L. c. 43, § 29 is
designed to allow the chief executive (officer or board) of a municipality to exercise prudent
fiscal control over the municipality’s budgets so as to avoid waste and abuse. Setting the dollar
amount threshold for mayor approval of a contract below the M.G.L. c. 43, § 29 amount of five
thousand dollars ($5,000.00) does not in any way inhibit or contradict the purpose for which the
statute was passed, i.e. maintaining fiscal controls. If anything, setting a lower dollar limit
provides greater fiscal protections to a municipality. Thus, it is the legal conclusion of the Law
Department that the provisions of Section 35 of the City of Gardner Charter are not inconsistent
with M.G.L. c. 43, § 29 and, therefore, the Charter would be the controlling law. See Sch. Comm.
of Boston v. City of Boston, 383 Mass. at 700. As a practical matter, the City of Gardner has
never, in recent history, allowed any contract to proceed, regardless of the amount, without the
Mayor’s approval.

Even if the Charter and M.G.L. c. 43, § 29 are determined to be inconsistent and the statute
determined to be preemptive, in all likelihood any law firm or legal counsel seeking a contract to



provide services in accordance with the proposed amended ordinance would require mayoral
approval given the nature of legal services being billed on an hourly basis and the likelihood of
the amount of services to be rendered exceeding an annual cost of $5,000.00. It is my
understanding that the Council has proposed a budgetary line item in the amount of $5,000.00 to
fund the proposed legal services. As such, even the proposed amount may trigger M.G.L. c. 43, §
29, as mayor approval is required for contracts equal to or greater than $5,000.00.
