The City of Gardner, acting through its Department of Community Development and Planning (DCDP), invites interested parties to develop and submit proposals for its Federal Fiscal Year 2026 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application. As a Mini-Entitlement Community, the City is eligible to receive up to $875,000 from the Massachusetts Executive Office of Housing and Livable Communities, which receives an annual allocation of CDBG funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. In addition to the FFY2026 funds, this application process will also be used to allocate approximately $9,000 in FFY2022-23 CDBG funds, $90,000 FFY2025 CDBG funds and $51,000 in CDBG program income.

To be considered for funding, proposals must meet the following threshold criteria:

· Meet a CDBG National Objective: 

· Benefit low- and moderate-income Gardner residents, or 

· Eliminate slum and blight

· Be CDBG eligible under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 – examples include:
· Public facility improvements: senior centers, neighborhood centers, parks and playgrounds, youth centers, architectural barrier removal, and other types of facilities that serve the needs of low- and moderate-income persons
· Infrastructure improvements: reconstruction of streets and sidewalks, drainage improvements,  and construction or repair of water and sewer lines

· Public social services: food assistance programs, childcare subsidies, elder services, assistance for people at-risk or experiencing homelessness, services for people with disabilities, and assistance for survivors of domestic violence
· Be consistent with local planning documents
